	Lesson Title: Vertebrates
	Content Area: Science

	Grade Level: 5th
	SOLs: 5.5 b) classification of organisms using physical characteristics, body structures, and behavior of the organism

	Lesson Objectives:
· The students will identify the five classes of vertebrates (fish, amphibians, reptiles, mammals, and birds).
· The students will identify main characteristics of animals.

	Introductory Activities (including time estimates):
· TTW pass out the students’ premade foldables.
·  TTW pull up the images of animals on the SMARTboard and ask students to guess what classification we are learning more about today (animals!)
· TTW pass out strips of paper with the definition of an animal for them to glue in their foldable.
· TTW explain the objectives of the lesson.
· TTW review the characteristics of an animal (on SMARTboard), reminding students of the classifications we made yesterday using alien creatures.
· TTW explain classifying animals as cold-blooded or warm-blooded (on SMARTboard)
· TTW pull up an image of a backbone/spine and say that this is what all vertebrates have in common and ask the students what it is.
· TTW list the five types of vertebrates, pointing out the mnemonic “FARM-B” 

	Instructional Activities (including time estimates):
· TTW have students work in groups by table (5 groups).  Each table will be assigned a class of vertebrates (fish, amphibians, reptiles, mammals, or birds).  Each group will create a poster for its type of vertebrate that includes: a title, 2 drawn example organisms, a drawn habitat, whether the group is cold or warm-blooded, and at least 5 interesting facts. (Using laptops to research)
· TTW have each group share their poster with the class.

· TTW pass out notes of vertebrates to glue into their foldable under “animals.” TTW have the fill in the top blank, “vertebrates.”
Basis for Grouping (if applicable): By table (convenience)

	Closing Activities (including time estimates):
· TTW pull up the SMARTboard activity and instruct students that they will need to select the animals on the screen that are vertebrates (reminding them to use “FARM-B”).
· TTW use popsicle sticks with student names to randomly select students to come to the board and touch a vertebrate, asking them to justify their selection.
